The name of the Society is Centre for Research, Development and Conservation
of Himalayan Forestry Resources.

The registered office of the Society Centre for Research, Development and
Conservation of Himalayan Forestry Resources shall be situated at Research
Circle, Forest Training Institute, Rampur Road, Haldwani-263139, Uttarakhand,
India.

The area of operation of the Society shall be the state of Uttarakhand.

The Centre is an autonomous body/authority for research cum consultancy devoted
to the research development and conservation of biodiversity in Himalyan Region,
particularly those in Uttarakhand State for development/ collection of quality seeds
of forest species, preparation of quality clones and livelihood issues.

The objectives of the Society are as follows :-

To advice Uttarakhand Forest Department in deciding the strategies for conservation
of rare, endangered and threatened species found in Himalayan Region.

To assist Uttarakhand Forest Department in development of appropriate techniques
for in-situ conservation and propagation of such rare, endangered and threatened
species found in Himalayan Region.

To undertake the assessment and impact of climate change in Himalayan Region and
its biodiversity including migration pattern of species and their carbon sequestration
potential.

To undertake various socio-economic studies on livelihood issues of local
community with development of medicinal & aromatic plants, fuel wood species,
fodder species and various bamboo species in Himalayan Region including study of
energy plantations.

To assist the Uttarakhand Forest Department in development of most productive
clones of agro forestry species and also explore new suitable agro forestry species
for the region.

To advice the Uttarakhand Forest Department regarding introduction of Himalayan
species found in neighbouring Himalayan states / countries.

To undertake scientific studies on management of natural resources and carrying
capacity of forests.

To maintain a reliable database of the forestry resources and related issues of
Uttarakhand.

To assist Uttarakhand Forest Department in propagation and implementation of
successful experiments and nursery techniques.

To assist Uttarakhand Forest Department in development of appropriate
infrastructure for such research and development activities.

capacity of high quality seeds of various species.

(12) To advice Uttarakhand Forest Department in adopting best research practices based
on study of other states / countries.
